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EU COMMISSIONER TO INAUGURATE 10th EC MARITIME LAW COURSE

IMLI is pleased to announce that Dr. Joe Borg, EU Commissioner for Fisheries and Maritime Affairs, will deliver the inaugural lecture at the 10th Annual EC Maritime Law Course on the 4th April, 2005 at 11.00 a.m.

The Course offers an overview of the maritime dimension of EU policy, as reflected in the various rules and legislation covering shipping, fisheries, coastal zone management and marine environmental protection.  The Course also delves into the intricate EU rules on maritime competition, ship safety and environmental protection. “Post-Erika” developments in the field of maritime safety and pollution prevention and liability are canvassed in the context of the role of the EU and its member States within the International Maritime Organization. A general introduction to the EU institutional framework and external policy will be provided. 

Within the incoming Commission under President Barroso, Dr. J. Borg was allocated the responsibility for Fisheries and Maritime Affairs.  In addition to the portfolio connected with fisheries, the President of the European Commission has tasked Dr. Borg to steer a new Maritime Policy Task Force. This will involve those commissioners, whose activities are helping Europe, and in particular, maritime communities, to face up to the current economic, social and environmental challenges. The aim would be to launch a wide consultation on a future maritime policy for the Union.
