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IMLI to hold  Annual  Course  on “Enforcement of Maritime Claims”  

The IMO International Maritime Law Institute (IMLI)  announces   its annual  IMLI Course on the  Enforcement of Maritime Claims, to be held in the period between February 9th and April 15th 2005, at  the Institute’s premises in Malta. 
The course deals with ship arrest and other means of enforcement of maritime claims on a   comparative basis. It is particularly oriented towards a discussion of the provisions of the 1952 and 1999 International Conventions on the Arrest of Ships.  The course also examines the legislation in a selection of jurisdictions to provide a comparative analysis as to national approaches concerning ship arrest. Related issues, including arbitration and other means of alternative dispute settlement, are also discussed. 

The IMLI “Enforcement of Maritime Claims course”  will be delivered by resident and visiting lecturers including Dr. Mahin Faghfouri  (Head, Legal Unit, SITE, UNCTAD),  Prof. Francis Rose  (UK Professor of Commercial Law, and Director of the Norton Rose Centre of Commercial Law, University of Bristol) and IMLI lecturers Mr. Norman Martinez, Lic., Abog. (Honduras), LL.M. (IMLI) and  Dr. Ivan Vella, LL.D. (Malta), LL.M. (IMLI). 

Key topics to be examined include (inter alia), Arrest of ships, Proceedings in rem and in personam, Jurisdiction, Mareva injunctions, attachment, the 1952 and 1999 Arrest Conventions, together with a comparative analysis of national approaches and maritime arbitration.
